The first grant is the 

phase 2 planning in the amount of $66,500 and the second grant is for reconstructing the taxiway and apron in the 

amount of $468,000. This would help with the additional space for the crop-dusting planes. The City portion of the 

work would be $55,500.  

Recreation Shirt Proposal:  

 

Stacie Eichem reported that six proposals had been received for the recreation shirts with the low proposal being from 

Country Graphics with the majority of the shirts being between $6-$7 per shirt. Country Graphics is owned and 

operated by the new owners of the Flower Mill and have had experience in working with recreation shirt orders.
