AN ORDINANCE OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF WAMEGO, KANSAS, AMENDING CHAPTER III. 

BEVERAGES, OF THE CODE OF THE CITY OF WAMEGO, KANSAS, TO ESTABLISH A CITY OF WAMEGO OCCUPATIONAL 

TAX OF $600 FOR STATE ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR LICENSED ESTABLISHMENTS LOCATED IN THE CITY, TO ELIMINATE CITY 

PROVISIONS GOVERNING THE SALE OF ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR WHERE ALREADY ADDRESSED AND IN EFFECT UNDER THE 

KANSAS LIQUOR CONTROL ACT, KSA 41-101 ET SEQ.; AND REPEALING ALL ORDINANCES OR PARTS OF ORDINANCES 

IN CONFLICT HEREWITH.
